1. Aim of the Bushy Point Restoration Project

The aim of the Bushy Point Restoration Projecbisestore a 14 hectare area of rough
exotic pasture between two remnants of nationaigiicant native totara forest to
provide a habitat linkage for native birds andhbance existing forest remnants and
other ecosystems. Also, to raise public awarenedseamportance of native forest
remnants and to provide a practical long term egofd project for residents of Otatara
and Otatara and Invercargill School children tonwelved in.

The project will progressively turn the area of xgrasses into a functioning, self-
sustaining native ecosystem with features and éuned opportunities that can be
enjoyed by the public of Otatara and Invercargitlthe future.

The project is managed by the Committee of thedbddtandcare Group, an
Incorporated Society established in 1999.

3. Caretaker
Caretaker Barry Smith spent 235 hours working at§uPoint during the year
Main jobs included: fencing, plant area maintenaneleasing and weed control,
tree planting, entrance track creation, track nesance, liaison with landowners,
grazers, Invercargill Rifle Range, DOC, Local Autlies, schools and report
writing.

4. Restoration
Plant maintenance and weed control continued.

A comprehensive lizard survey was undertaken byCalildy in February/March
2011 and various artificial covers were left outfiarther monitoring by
Environment Southland.

5. Pest Control

Continued intensive pest control operation takimghe whole of Bushy Point area. The
rat, mustelid and possum control at Bushy Poiatnsed at protecting the nesting
fernbirds, kereru, tui and bellbirds as well aseothirds, lizards and insects and plants.



Maintained 8 trap lines through Bushy Point covgiwer 6 kilometres of track,
containing - 90 rat bait stations 49 possum trapd, 14 stoat traps. Bait stations
are set at 50 metre intervals along each traclerieddd traplines - created by
chainsawing to the east side of Grant Road to giteal of 6 km of traplines.
Approximately 200 voluntary hours spent on pestmbin 2010/11 by lan
Gamble, Len Diack and Chris Rance.

Trap lines continue to be serviced every seconkwgesolunteers with the
following result since start of trapping. Althoughssums have been markedly
reduced stoats continually reinvade and rat paigke continues to be taken. See
maps for visual representation of pest control.
